4. Do not bring anything to the gate except for your driver’s license.

5. The driver of the vehicle must lock the vehicle and may bring their car keys in a pants or dress pocket.

6. Leave all purses, billfolds, watches, jewelry, Bibles, pens, mints, candy, medicines and anything else in your locked vehicle. Do not forget your Texas Driver’s License---you must have it to be allowed into the Unit---nothing else.

7. Be certain that your vehicle is free of any and all firearms and ammunition.

8. There is no smoking anywhere on the Clemens Unit premises (that includes outside).

9. There is to be no physical contact between visitors and residents (offenders) during your time in the Unit.
